InterChurch Health Ministries—Sask (ICHM-SK) is pleased to announce that our Parish Nursing Ministry Education Program will once again be presented at the Lutheran Theological SeminaryARO
, University of Saskatchewan beginning in September.  The four weekends in 2011 are September 16-17. September 23-24, October 28-29 and November 04-05.   We remain grateful for the ongoing partnership between ICHM-SK and LTS which makes this location available to us.  Presenters for the program come from LTS as well as experts from our local community and our own ICHM family.
Enclosed are brochures and registration forms for Levels I, II, and/or III of the InterChurch Health Ministries—SK fall education program.  ICHM-SK delivers a comprehensive curriculum made available through our partnership with ICHM Canada.  The curriculum was developed by 30 experts over a three year period and has been revised and reviewed as recently as 2009.

Congregational or agency partnership with ICHM-SK is a prerequisite for attending our education program (see exception for independent parish nurse candidates below).  Partnership entitles any number of parishioners, pastors and/or agency personnel to proceed through the three levels of the program along with the Parish Nurse Candidates.  This is ICHM-SK’s way of fostering congregational/agency development of the health and healing ministry.  If your congregation is not yet in partnership, contact ICHM-SK for more information on how to become a partner.
The registration fee for parish nurse candidates in a partnership congregation is $35.00 per level including practicum supervision.  The practicum occurs from January to June following the fall classes and includes a mentoring and support group program.  It needs to be understood that during the placement, availability to the congregation on Sundays will be a  high priority and that the number of hours per week for your practicum will be negotiated by you and the congregation, with 4 hours per week as the minimum.

The registration fee for clergy and congregation members in a partnership congregation is $35.00.  This fee allows participants to attend any number of classes during the 2011 basic parish nursing education program.  Please complete a registration form and submit the registration fee for each person registering and note that registration will be closed after August 26, 2011.
Clergy or congregational members not in a partner congregation may register for selected modules for a cost of $35.00 per module.

Those nurses who are not in one of our partnership congregations may participate in Level I as part of their own independent study for a cost of $350.00.  They will then be expected to make arrangements to complete the 6 month practicum in a congregational or agency placement (in consultation with ICHM-SK).
Prior to registration in Level II, the Independent Parish Nurse Candidate will need to be associated with a congregation or agency that is in partnership with ICHM-SK.  This requirement is intended to encourage congregational or agency participation in the Education Program and the development of the ministry.

We hope this sufficiently explains our plans for the fall and inspires you with the opportunities for continuous learning open to us as we grow into this special ministry to which we have been called.
